Application Timelines

· An applicant may contact the college either personally in writing to the address given below. The forms must be completed and returned to the college with all the required documents before the beginning of each semester. The applicant would be invited for an interview and those who are successful will be noticed, please allow up to one (1) week to review and process your application. All questions on the application form must be completed. 
· International Applicants are encouraged to submit their completed applications at least six months prior to the start of the semester to allow sufficient time for the processing of their Student Visa. 
· Applicant must be a minimum of 18years of age. The admission form and registration are GHc 30.00. This fee must be sent with your application. Your application will not be processed without payment. Please include two (2) recent, passport-size photographs of yourself (head and shoulders). 
Application Form

Send the completed application form, along with a GHc 30.00 application fee, to the Admissions Office, Grace Bible College and Theological Seminary, P.O. Box 2152 Kaneshie Accra, Ghana. You also need to include a photo-copy of a Government-Issued Photo-ID Card. Applicants who have ministerial credentials can send a photocopy of their ministerial credentials and fill in the Pastoral Reference Form in the application.
Transcripts
Middle school level certificate or BECE certificate is the minimum requirement for the registration for the admission. Official transcripts from Junior/Senior high school, and any colleges or universities you have attended must be sent directly to the President’s Office by the institutions you attended, unless they provide it to you in a sealed envelope. A Transcript Request Form is also included in this application packet for your convenience.(Special notice: students who do not have the minimum education may apply but it is at the Presidents discretion if such students are accepted on the course.)

maintain evidence of a separated lifestyle, refraining from alcohol, the abuse of drugs, gambling (any form), involvement with the occult, and any activity that would be offensive to the Christian community (Romans 14: 13, I Corinthians 8: 9-13, Ephesians 5: 3-18);
